Bright crimson in color, this young wine has enjoyable red cherry & strawberry jam 
aromas.  With a hint of fresh raspberry it also displays light brown sugar and baking 
spice in the nose.  Upon first sip, bright acidity features full bing cherry notes 
followed by soft, round enjoyable tannins. The light, minimal oak presence provides 
a canvas for this easy drinking, fruit forward wine.
